CLP program had 77 new participants and re-
certification classes were well attended as well.

o So far this year there have been 859,000 crashes in-
volving drivers using cell phones and texting (one

CLPs Qualify for DEP Certification
The current statute requires that excavation contractors working
in shoreland areas ensure that a person certified in erosion con-
trol practices by the Department of Environmental Protection is
responsible for management of erosion and sediment control
practices at the site. The statute defines “excavation contractor”
as an individual or firm engaged in a business that causes the
disturbance of soil, or in a business in which disturbance of soil
results from an activity that the individual or company is hired to
perform. Therefore forestry operators are considered to be
“excavation contractors”.

Nearly all of the state’s forestry operators have participated in
either the Certified Logging Professional Program (CLP), Quali-
fied Logging Professional Program (QLP) and/or have attended
training in Best Management Practices (BMP). They have had
training in erosion and sediment control practices satisfactory to
what is required by DEP for the Voluntary Contractor Certifica-
tion Program, therefore additional training and certification is
not needed.

Consequently, the DEP considers all forestry operators who
have been through CLP, QLP or SFI Programs to be certified in
erosion and sediment control practices and therefore comply
with the DEP requirement, to be effective January 1, 2013.

Based on training previously undertaken by CLPs, this is great
news!
